Olympia Gateway Corridor Project
Presented by Jay Burney, City of Olympia Public Wor ks Department

Come learn about the City of Olympia’s experience with the Olympia Gateway Corridor Project, a combination
of several projects along Olympic Way and 4th and 5th Avenues. This presentation will share the City’'s
experiences in working to gain community support behind the project, environmental hurdles and how the City
was able to overcome them, unique aspects of the construction process, and lessons learned from the largest
public works project the City has undertaken.

Project design commenced in 1998, and construction was originally planned for late 2002. However, the
2001 Nisqually earthquake forced the City to close the bridge earlier than anticipated, and through working
with the various permitting agencies, the City was able to begin construction in November 2001. The $37
million dollar project was completed in May 2004, ahead of schedule and nearly $1 million dollars under
budget, receiving the American Public Works Association (APWA), Washington State Chapter Project of the
Year honors, among others.

Biography

Jay is employed with the City of Olympia as the Assistant Director of Public Works. He has worked for the
City of Olympia since 1999. Jay worked as the Project Manager on the City’'s Olympia Gateway Corridor
Project. Jay has been an active member of APWA since 1999, and currently serves as the chair of the
Chapter Programs Committee, where he plans all of the educational offerings for chapter members. Jay has
satisfied the project management experience and educational requirements for the Project Management
Professional (PMP) certification through the Project Management Institute and will be taking the exam portion
later this year. Jay is a 1993 graduate of Central Washington University with a bachelor’s degree in Industrial
Engineering.
